Costumes 

Students are required to wear their full costumes, including proper footwear, tights, and 
accessories for rehearsals and performances.  Requirements for tights, shoes & accessories 

can be found in the Customer Portal under “Costumes.”  Musicians should consult their 
instructors for attire. 

Hair 
Students should consult their instructor for proper hair style, as it may vary from piece to 

piece.   

Makeup 
Students should consult the “Makeup & Hair” page on the BCS Website for proper make 

up.  Company students will use their competition makeup look, unless otherwise specified by 
their instructors.  Musicians should use an appropriate stage make up look. 

Checking In 
Students should enter through the main front doors, and proceed immediately to their 
assigned rooms to check in.  Parents may assist students with bringing in costumes & 
supplies, but may not remain backstage during rehearsals, warmups or performance. 

Checking Out/Company Costumes 
Upon the end of the performance, students should change into formal attire for the 

reception, and check out from their dressing rooms.  They may then proceed to the lobby 
and gallery for the reception.  Students may retrieve their costumes & personal items from 

the dressing rooms after the reception.  Company students may leave their costumes & 
additional items in the dressing rooms, provided they are neatly organized, and the dressing 

rooms are tidy.
